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The Port of Houston Authority’'s contributions to economic growth in 2008 involved a wide range of economic development initiatives

— from contributions to public infrastructure to education to small business development.

PHA partnered with other governmental entities in the infrastructure rehabilitation/expansion of two critical ribbons of commerce for local
communities — the rebuilding of Barbours Cut Boulevard in La Porte and Morgan’s Point and rail and road improvements designed to widen

Galena Park’'s Main Street to four lanes.

The port authority joined forces with Harris County Precinct 2 and the Texas Department of Transportation on the $16 million renovation of
30-year-old Barbours Cut Boulevard. Completion of the project was celebrated with an Aug. 14 ribbon cutting attended by 100 government

officials, PHA representatives and other dignitaries. PHA has committed close to $450,000 for landscaping the two-mile-long thoroughfare.
